Genesis 1:1-2

In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. Now the earth was formless and
empty, darkness was over the surface of the deep, and the Spirit of God was hovering over the
waters.

Genesis 1:27-28

created them. God blessed them and said to them, "Be fruitful and increase in number; fill the
earth and subdue it.

Who of you
by worrying can add a single hour to his life? 28. "And why do you worry about clothes? See
how the lilies of the field grow. They do not labor or spin. 29. Yet | tell you that not even
Solomon in all his splendor was dressed like one of these. 30. If that is how God clothes the
grass of the field, which is here today and tomorrow is thrown into the fire, will he not much
more clothe you, O you of little faith?

"Surely he cannot
enter a second time into his mother's womb to be born!" Jesus answered, "l tell you the truth,
no one can enter the kingdom of God unless he is born of water and the Spirit.

Whoever believes in the Son has eternal life, but whoever rejects the Son will not see life, for
God's wrath remains on him."

| tell you the truth, whoever hears my word and believes him who sent me has eternal life and
will not be condemned; he has crossed over from death to life.

John 10:10
The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy; | have come that they may have life, and
have it to the full.

John 10:27-29

My sheep listen to my voice; | know them, and they follow me. | give them eternal life, and they
shall never perish; no one can snatch them out of my hand. My Father, who has given them to
me, is greater than all; no one can snatch them out of my Father's hand.

John 14:1-6

1. "Do not let your hearts be troubled. Trust in God; trust also in me. 2. In my Father's house are
many rooms; if it were not so, | would have told you. | am going there to prepare a place for you.
3. And if | go and prepare a place for you, | will come back and take you to be with me that you
also may be where | am. 4. You know the way to the place where | am going." 5. Thomas said
to him, "Lord, we don't know where you are going, so how can we know the way?" 6. Jesus
answered, "l am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through
me.

Acts 1:8
But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in
Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.

Acts 4:12
Salvation is found in no one else, for there is no other name under heaven given to men by
which we must be saved.

Acts 16:31
They replied, "Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved--you and your household."

Romans 1:18-25

18. The wrath of God is being revealed from heaven against all the godlessness and
wickedness of men who suppress the truth by their wickedness, 19. since what may be known
about God is plain to them, because God has made it plain to them. 20. For since the creation
of the world God's invisible qualities--his eternal power and divine nature--have been clearly
seen, being understood from what has been made, so that men are without excuse. 21. For
although they knew God, they neither glorified him as God nor gave thanks to him, but their
thinking became futile and their foolish hearts were darkened. 22. Although they claimed to be
wise, they became fools 23. and exchanged the glory of the immortal God for images made to
look like mortal man and birds and animals and reptiles. 24. Therefore God gave them over in
the sinful desires of their hearts to sexual impurity for the degrading of their bodies with one
another. 25. They exchanged the truth of God for a lie, and worshiped and served created
things rather than the Creator--who is forever praised. Amen.

Romans 4:20-22

Yet he did not waver through unbelief regarding the promise of God, but was strengthened in
his faith and gave glory to God, being fully persuaded that God had power to do what he had
promised. This is why "it was credited to him as righteousness."

Romans 6:1-6

1. What shall we say, then? Shall we go on sinning so that grace may increase? 2. By no
means! We died to sin; how can we live in it any longer? 3. Or don't you know that all of us who
were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? 4. We were therefore buried with
him through baptism into death in order that, just as Christ was raised from the dead through the
glory of the Father, we too may live a new life. 5. If we have been united with him like this in his
death, we will certainly also be united with him in his resurrection. 6. For we know that our old
self was crucified with him so that the body of sin might be done away with, that we should no
longer be slaves to sin--

Romans 8:1

1. Therefore, there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus, 2. because
through Christ Jesus the law of the Spirit of life set me free from the law of sin and death. 3. For
what the law was powerless to do in that it was weakened by the sinful nature, God did by
sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful man to be a sin offering. And so he condemned
sin in sinful man, 4. in order that the righteous requirements of the law might be fully met in us,
who do not live according to the sinful nature but according to the Spirit.

Romans 8:11
And if the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead is living in you, he who raised Christ
from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through his Spirit, who lives in you.

Romans 8:28-30

28. And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have
been called according to his purpose. 29. For those God foreknew he also predestined to be
conformed to the likeness of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brothers. 30.
And those he predestined, he also called; those he called, he also justified; those he justified, he
also glorified.

Romans 8:33-36

33. Who will bring any charge against those whom God has chosen? It is God who justifies. 34.
Who is he that condemns? Christ Jesus, who died--more than that, who was raised to life--is at
the right hand of God and is also interceding for us. 35. Who shall separate us from the love of
Christ? Shall trouble or hardship or persecution or famine or nakedness or danger or sword? 36.
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As it is written: "For your sake we face death all day long; we are considered as sheep to be
slaughtered." 37. No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him who loved
us.

Romans 8:38,39

For | am convinced that neither death nor life, neither angels nor demons, neither the present
nor the future, nor any powers, neither height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be
able to separate us from the love of God that is in Christ Jesus our Lord.

Romans 10:9-13

10. For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified, and it is with your mouth that you
confess and are saved. 11. As the Scripture says, "Anyone who trusts in him will never be put to
shame." 12. For there is no difference between Jew and Gentile--the same Lord is Lord of all
and richly blesses all who call on him, 13. for, "Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will
be saved."

Romans 12:1-3

Therefore, | urge you, brothers, in view of God's mercy, to offer your bodies as living sacrifices,
holy and pleasing to God--this is your spiritual act of worship. Do not conform any longer to the
pattern of this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind. Then you will be able to
test and approve what God's will is--his good, pleasing and perfect will.

| Cor.1:26-31

26. Brothers, think of what you were when you were called. Not many of you were wise by
human standards; not many were influential; not many were of noble birth. 27. But God chose
the foolish things of the world to shame the wise; God chose the weak things of the world to
shame the strong. 28. He chose the lowly things of this world and the despised things--and the
things that are not--to nullify the things that are, 29. so that no one may boast before him.

I Cor.3:9-12

9. For we are God's fellow workers; you are God's field, God's building. 10. By the grace God
has given me, | laid a foundation as an expert builder, and someone else is building on it. But
each one should be careful how he builds. 11. For no one can lay any foundation other than the
one already laid, which is Jesus Christ. 12. If any man builds on this foundation using gold,
silver, costly stones, wood, hay or straw, 13. his work will be shown for what it is, because the
Day will bring it to light. It will be revealed with fire, and the fire will test the quality of each man's
work. 14. If what he has built survives, he will receive his reward.

| Cor.6:18-20

Flee from sexual immorality. All other sins a man commits are outside his body, but he who sins
sexually sins against his own body. Do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy
Spirit, who is in you, whom you have received from God? You are not your own; you were
bought at a price. Therefore honor God with your body.

I Cor.13:1-3

If | speak in the tongues of men and of angels, but have not love, | am only a resounding gong
or a clanging cymbal. If | have the gift of prophecy and can fathom all mysteries and all
knowledge, and if | have a faith that can move mountains, but have not love, | am nothing.

| Cor.13:11-12

When | was a child, | talked like a child, | thought like a child, | reasoned like a child. When |
became a man, | put childish ways behind me. Now we see but a poor reflection as in a mirror;
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then we shall see face to face. Now | know in part; then | shall know fully, even as | am fully
known.

I Cor.15:51-58

51. Listen, | tell you a mystery: We will not all sleep, but we will all be changed-- 52. in a flash,
in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For the trumpet will sound, the dead will be raised
imperishable, and we will be changed. 53. For the perishable must clothe itself with the
imperishable, and the mortal with immortality. 54. When the perishable has been clothed with
the imperishable, and the mortal with immortality, then the saying that is written will come true:
"Death has been swallowed up in victory." 55. "Where, O death, is your victory? Where, O
death, is your sting?"

Il Cor. 1:20
For no matter how many promises God has made, they are "Yes" in Christ. And so through him
the "Amen" is spoken by us to the glory of God.

Il Cor. 3:4-6

4. Such confidence as this is ours through Christ before God. 5. Not that we are competent in
ourselves to claim anything for ourselves, but our competence comes from God. 6. He has
made us competent as ministers of a new covenant--not of the letter but of the Spirit; for the
letter Kills, but the Spirit gives life.

Il Cor. 4:3-7

And even if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled to those who are perishing. The god of this age has
blinded the minds of unbelievers, so that they cannot see the light of the gospel of the glory of
Christ, who is the image of God.

Il Cor. 4:7
But we have this treasure in jars of clay to show that this all-surpassing power is from God and
not from us.

Il Cor. 4:8-9
We are hard pressed on every side, but not crushed; perplexed, but not in despair; persecuted,
but not abandoned; struck down, but not destroyed.

Il Cor. 5:6-8

6. Therefore we are always confident and know that as long as we are at home in the body we
are away from the Lord. 7. We live by faith, not by sight. 8. We are confident, | say, and would
prefer to be away from the body and at home with the Lord.

Il Cor. 5:10-11

10. For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, that each one may receive what
is due him for the things done while in the body, whether good or bad. 11. Since, then, we
know what it is to fear the Lord, we try to persuade men.

Il Cor. 5:17
Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has come!

Il Cor. 5:20
We are therefore Christ's ambassadors, as though God were making his appeal through us. We
implore you on Christ's behalf: Be reconciled to God.
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Il Cor. 6:4-10

4. Rather, as servants of God we commend ourselves in every way: in great endurance; in
troubles, hardships and distresses; 5. in beatings, imprisonments and riots; in hard work,
sleepless nights and hunger; 6. in purity, understanding, patience and kindness; in the Holy
Spirit and in sincere love; 7. in truthful speech and in the power of God; with weapons of
righteousness in the right hand and in the left; 8. through glory and dishonor, bad report and
good report; genuine, yet regarded as impostors; 9. known, yet regarded as unknown; dying,
and yet we live on; beaten, and yet not killed; 10. sorrowful, yet always rejoicing; poor, yet
making many rich; having nothing, and yet possessing everything.

Il Cor. 6:14-15

Do not be yoked together with unbelievers. For what do righteousness and wickedness have in
common? Or what fellowship can light have with darkness? What harmony is there between
Christ and Belial ? What does a believer have in common with an unbeliever?

Il Cor. 8:7-12

7. But just as you excel in everything--in faith, in speech, in knowledge, in complete earnestness
and in your love for us --see that you also excel in this grace of giving. 8. | am not commanding
you, but | want to test the sincerity of your love by comparing it with the earnestness of others.
9. For you know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though he was rich, yet for your sakes
he became poor, so that you through his poverty might become rich. 10. And here is my advice
about what is best for you in this matter: Last year you were the first not only to give but also to
have the desire to do so. 11. Now finish the work, so that your eager willingness to do it may be
matched by your completion of it, according to your means. 12. For if the willingness is there,
the qift is acceptable according to what one has, not according to what he does not have.

Il Cor. 9:6-11

6. Remember this: Whoever sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and whoever sows
generously will also reap generously. 7. Each man should give what he has decided in his heart
to give, not reluctantly or under compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver. 8. And God is able
to make all grace abound to you, so that in all things at all times, having all that you need, you
will abound in every good work. 9. As it is written: "He has scattered abroad his gifts to the poor;
his righteousness endures forever." 10. Now he who supplies seed to the sower and bread for
food will also supply and increase your store of seed and will enlarge the harvest of your
righteousness. 11. You will be made rich in every way so that you can be generous on every
occasion, and through us your generosity will result in thanksgiving to God.

Il Cor. 10:3-5

3. For though we live in the world, we do not wage war as the world does. 4. The weapons we
fight with are not the weapons of the world. On the contrary, they have divine power to demolish
strongholds. 5. We demolish arguments and every pretension that sets itself up against the
knowledge of God, and we take captive every thought to make it obedient to Christ.

Il Cor. 12:9-10

But he said to me, "My grace is sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in weakness."
Therefore | will boast all the more gladly about my weaknesses, so that Christ's power may rest
on me. That is why, for Christ's sake, | delight in weaknesses, in insults, in hardships, in
persecutions, in difficulties. For when | am weak, then | am strong.

Galatians 2:20

| have been crucified with Christ and | no longer live, but Christ lives in me. The life | live in the
body, | live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me.
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Gal. 5:22-23
But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,
gentleness and self-control. Against such things there is no law.

Eph. 1:3-6

3. Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in the
heavenly realms with every spiritual blessing in Christ. 4. For he chose us in him before the
creation of the world to be holy and blameless in his sight. In love 5. he predestined us to be
adopted as his sons through Jesus Christ, in accordance with his pleasure and will-- 6. to the
praise of his glorious grace, which he has freely given us in the One he loves.

When the LORD returns to Zion, they will see it with their own eyes. 9. Burst into songs
of joy together, you ruins of Jerusalem, for the LORD has comforted his people, he has
redeemed Jerusalem. 10. The LORD will lay bare his holy arm in the sight of all the
nations, and all the ends of the earth will see the salvation of our God.

12. But you will not leave in haste or go in flight; for the LORD will go before you, the
God of Israel will be your rear guard.

Suffering Servant (suffered for me)

1. Who has believed our message and to whom has the arm of the LORD been
revealed? 2. He grew up before him like a tender shoot, and like a root out of dry
ground. He had no beauty or majesty to attract us to him, nothing in his appearance that
we should desire him. 3. He was despised and rejected by men, a man of sorrows,
and familiar with suffering. Like one from whom men hide their faces he was despised,
and we esteemed him not. 4. Surely he took up our infirmities and carried our sorrows,
yet we considered him stricken by God, smitten by him, and afflicted. 5. But he was
pierced for our transgressions, he was crushed for our iniquities; the punishment that
brought us peace was upon him, and by his wounds we are healed. 6. We all, like
sheep, have gone astray, each of us has turned to his own way; and the LORD has laid
on him the iniquity of us all.

He Bore My Sins

7. He was oppressed and afflicted, yet he did not open his mouth; he was led like a
lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is silent, so he did not open
his mouth. 8. By oppression and judgment he was taken away. And who can speak of
his descendants? For he was cut off from the land of the living; for the transgression of
my people he was stricken. 9. He was assigned a grave with the wicked, and with the
rich in his death, though he had done no violence, nor was any deceit in his mouth. 10.
Yet it was the LORD's will to crush him and cause him to suffer, and though the LORD
makes his life a guilt offering, he will see his offspring and prolong his days, and the will
of the LORD will prosper in his hand. 11. After the suffering of his soul, he will see the
light [of life] and be satisfied ; by his knowledge my righteous servant will justify many,
and he will bear their iniquities. 12. Therefore | will give him a portion among the great,
and he will divide the spoils with the strong, because he poured out his life unto death,
and was numbered with the transgressors. For he bore the sin of many, and made
intercession for the transgressors.

12. In a loud voice they sang: "Worthy is the Lamb, who was slain, to receive power
and wealth and wisdom and strength and honor and glory and praise!"

13. Then | heard every creature in heaven and on earth and under the earth and on
the sea, and all that is in them, singing: "To him who sits on the throne and to the Lamb
be praise and honor and glory and power, for ever and ever!"

14. The four living creatures said, "Amen," and the elders fell down and worshiped.

Revelation 7:9-12

9. After this | looked and there before me was a great multitude that no one could
count, from every nation, tribe, people and language, standing before the throne and in
front of the Lamb. They were wearing white robes and were holding palm branches in
their hands.

10. And they cried out in a loud voice: "Salvation belongs to our God, who sits on the
throne, and to the Lamb."

11. All the angels were standing around the throne and around the elders and the four
living creatures. They fell down on their faces before the throne and worshiped God,
12. saying: "Amen! Praise and glory and wisdom and thanks and honor and power and
strength be to our God for ever and ever.

11. | saw heaven standing open and there before me was a white horse, whose rider is
called Faithful and True.

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Prayers of Jesus
The 27 Recorded Prayers of Jesus

1. Praying prior to Bethlehem (Hebrews 10:5,7)

5. Therefore, when Christ came into the world, he said: "Sacrifice and offering you did
not desire, but a body you prepared for me; 6. with burnt offerings and sin offerings you
were not pleased. 7. Then | said, "Here | am--it is written about me in the scroll-- | have
come to do your will, O God."

2. Praying at His baptism (Luke 3:21,22)

21. When all the people were being baptized, Jesus was baptized too. And as he was
praying, heaven was opened 22. and the Holy Spirit descended on him in bodily form
like a dove. And a voice came from heaven: "You are my Son, whom | love; with you |
am well pleased."

3. Praying before His first preaching tour of Galilee (Mark 1:35-39)
35. Very early in the morning, while it was still dark, Jesus got up, left the house and
went off to a solitary place, where he prayed.

4. Praying after the healing of a leper (Luke 5:12-16)

12. While Jesus was in one of the towns, a man came along who was covered with
leprosy. When he saw Jesus, he fell with his face to the ground and begged him, "Lord,
if you are willing, you can make me clean." 13. Jesus reached out his hand and touched
the man. "l am willing," he said. "Be clean!" And immediately the leprosy left him. 14.
Then Jesus ordered him, "Don't tell anyone, but go, show yourself to the priest and offer
the sacrifices that Moses commanded for your cleansing, as a testimony to them." 15.
Yet the news about him spread all the more, so that crowds of people came to hear him
and to be healed of their sicknesses. 16. But Jesus often withdrew to lonely places and
prayed.

5. Praying before choosing the twelve disciples (Luke 6:12,13)

12. One of those days Jesus went out to a mountainside to pray, and spent the night
praying to God. 13. When morning came, he called his disciples to him and chose
twelve of them, whom he also designated apostles: 14. Simon (whom he named Peter),
his brother Andrew, James, John, Philip, Bartholomew, 15. Matthew, Thomas, James
son of Alphaeus, Simon who was called the Zealot, 16. Judas son of James, and Judas
Iscariot, who became a traitor.

6. Praying after being rejected by certain cities in Galilee (Matthew 11:25)

25. At that time Jesus said, "l praise you, Father, Lord of heaven and earth, because
you have hidden these things from the wise and learned, and revealed them to little
children. 26. Yes, Father, for this was your good pleasure.

7. Praying prior to the feeding of 5000 people (John 6:11)

9. "Here is a boy with five small barley loaves and two small fish, but how far will they go
among so many?" 10. Jesus said, "Have the people sit down." There was plenty of
grass in that place, and the men sat down, about five thousand of them. 11. Jesus then
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took the loaves, gave thanks, and distributed to those who were seated as much as
they wanted. He did the same with the fish.

8. Praying after feeding 5000 people (Matthew 14:22,23)

22. Immediately Jesus made the disciples get into the boat and go on ahead of him to
the other side, while he dismissed the crowd. 23. After he had dismissed them, he went
up on a mountainside by himself to pray. When evening came, he was there alone, 24.
but the boat was already a considerable distance from land, buffeted by the waves
because the wind was against it. 25. During the fourth watch of the night Jesus went
out to them, walking on the lake.

9. Praying as He healed a deaf man (Mark 7:32-37)

32. There some people brought to him a man who was deaf and could hardly talk, and
they begged him to place his hand on the man. 33. After he took him aside, away from
the crowd, Jesus put his fingers into the man's ears. Then he spit and touched the
man's tongue. 34. He looked up to heaven and with a deep sigh said to him,
"Ephphatha!" (which means, "Be opened!"). 35. At this, the man's ears were opened, his
tongue was loosened and he began to speak plainly.

10. Praying prior to feeding 4000 people (Mark 8:6)

6. He told the crowd to sit down on the ground. When he had taken the seven loaves
and given thanks, he broke them and gave them to his disciples to set before the
people, and they did so.

11. Praying before Peter's great confession (Luke 9:18-20)

20. Once when Jesus was praying in private and his disciples were with him, he asked
them, "Who do the crowds say | am?" 19. They replied, "Some say John the Baptist;
others say Elijah; and still others, that one of the prophets of long ago has come back to
life." 20. "But what about you?" he asked. "Who do you say | am?" Peter answered,
"The Christ of God."

12. Praying during His transfiguration (Luke 9:28-35)

28. About eight days after Jesus said this, he took Peter, John and James with him and
went up onto a mountain to pray. 29. As he was praying, the appearance of his face
changed, and his clothes became as bright as a flash of lightning. 30. Two men, Moses
and Elijah, 31. appeared in glorious splendor, talking with Jesus. They spoke about his
departure, which he was about to bring to fulfillment at Jerusalem. 32. Peter and his
companions were very sleepy, but when they became fully awake, they saw his glory
and the two men standing with him.

13. Praying after hearing the report of the seventy (Luke 10:17-21)

17. The seventy-two returned with joy and said, "Lord, even the demons submit to us in
your name." 18. He replied, "l saw Satan fall like lightning from heaven. 19. | have given
you authority to trample on snakes and scorpions and to overcome all the power of the
enemy; nothing will harm you. 20. However, do not rejoice that the spirits submit to you,
but rejoice that your names are written in heaven." 21. At that time Jesus, full of joy
through the Holy Spirit, said, "l praise you, Father, Lord of heaven and earth, because
you have hidden these things from the wise and learned, and revealed them to little
children. Yes, Father, for this was your good pleasure.
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14. Praying before teaching the Lord's Prayer (Luke 11:1; Matthew 6:9-13)

1. One day Jesus was praying in a certain place. When he finished, one of his disciples
said to him, "Lord, teach us to pray, just as John taught his disciples." 2. He said to
them, "When you pray, say: " Father, hallowed be your name, your kingdom come. 3.
Give us each day our daily bread. 4. Forgive us our sins, for we also forgive everyone
who sins against us. And lead us not into temptation. ™

15. Praying at the grave site of Lazarus (John 11:41- 42)

41. So they took away the stone. Then Jesus looked up and said, "Father, | thank you
that you have heard me. 42. | knew that you always hear me, but | said this for the
benefit of the people standing here, that they may believe that you sent me." 43. When
he had said this, Jesus called in a loud voice, "Lazarus, come out!"

16. Praying over little children (Mark 10:13-16)

13. People were bringing little children to Jesus to have him touch them, but the
disciples rebuked them. 14. When Jesus saw this, he was indignant. He said to them,
"Let the little children come to me, and do not hinder them, for the kingdom of God
belongs to such as these. 15. | tell you the truth, anyone who will not receive the
kingdom of God like a little child will never enter it." 16. And he took the children in his
arms, put his hands on them and blessed them.

17. Praying in the temple on Palm Sunday (John 12:20-28)

27. "Now my heart is troubled, and what shall | say? "Father, save me from this hour'?
No, it was for this very reason | came to this hour. 28. Father, glorify your name!" Then
a voice came from heaven, "l have glorified it, and will glorify it again." 29. The crowd
that was there and heard it said it had thundered; others said an angel had spoken to
him. 30. Jesus said, "This voice was for your benefit, not mine.

18. Praying over Jerusalem (Matthew 23:37-39; Luke 19:41-44)

Matt. 23:37. "O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, you who kill the prophets and stone those sent to
you, how often | have longed to gather your children together, as a hen gathers her
chicks under her wings, but you were not willing. 38. Look, your house is left to you
desolate. 39. For | tell you, you will not see me again until you say, 'Blessed is he who
comes in the name of the Lord.""

Luke 19:41 As he approached Jerusalem and saw the city, he wept over it 42. and said,
"If you, even you, had only known on this day what would bring you peace--but now it is
hidden from your eyes. 43. The days will come upon you when your enemies will build
an embankment against you and encircle you and hem you in on every side. 44. They
will dash you to the ground, you and the children within your walls. They will not leave
one stone on another, because you did not recognize the time of God's coming to you."

19. Praying in the upper room prior to His death (Matthew 26:26-28)

26. While they were eating, Jesus took bread, gave thanks and broke it, and gave it to
his disciples, saying, "Take and eat; this is my body." 27. Then he took the cup, gave
thanks and offered it to them, saying, "Drink from it, all of you.
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20. Praying for Peter (Luke 22:31-34)

31. "Simon, Simon, Satan has asked to sift you as wheat. 32. But | have prayed for
you, Simon, that your faith may not fail. And when you have turned back, strengthen
your brothers."

21. Praying His great High Priestly Prayer (John 17)

1. After Jesus said this, he looked toward heaven and prayed: "Father, the time has come.
Glorify your Son, that your Son may glorify you. 2. For you granted him authority over all people
that he might give eternal life to all those you have given him. 3. Now this is eternal life: that
they may know you, the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom you have sent. 4. | have
brought you glory on earth by completing the work you gave me to do. 5. And now, Father,
glorify me in your presence with the glory | had with you before the world began. 6. "l have
revealed you to those whom you gave me out of the world. They were yours; you gave them to
me and they have obeyed your word. 7. Now they know that everything you have given me
comes from you. 8. For | gave them the words you gave me and they accepted them. They
knew with certainty that | came from you, and they believed that you sent me. 9. | pray for them.
| am not praying for the world, but for those you have given me, for they are yours. 10. All | have
is yours, and all you have is mine. And glory has come to me through them. 11. | will remain in
the world no longer, but they are still in the world, and | am coming to you. Holy Father, protect
them by the power of your name--the name you gave me--so that they may be one as we are
one. 12. While | was with them, | protected them and kept them safe by that name you gave me.
None has been lost except the one doomed to destruction so that Scripture would be fulfilled.
13. "l am coming to you now, but | say these things while | am still in the world, so that they may
have the full measure of my joy within them. 14. | have given them your word and the world has
hated them, for they are not of the world any more than | am of the world. 15. My prayer is not
that you take them out of the world but that you protect them from the evil one. 16. They are not
of the world, even as | am not of it. 17. Sanctify them by the truth; your word is truth. 18. As you
sent me into the world, | have sent them into the world. 19. For them | sanctify myself, that they
too may be truly sanctified. 20. "My prayer is not for them alone. | pray also for those who will
believe in me through their message, 21. that all of them may be one, Father, just as you are in
me and | am in you. May they also be in us so that the world may believe that you have sent
me. 22. | have given them the glory that you gave me, that they may be one as we are one: 23. |
in them and you in me. May they be brought to complete unity to let the world know that you
sent me and have loved them even as you have loved me. 24. "Father, | want those you have
given me to be with me where | am, and to see my glory, the glory you have given me because
you loved me before the creation of the world. 25. "Righteous Father, though the world does not
know you, | know you, and they know that you have sent me. 26. | have made you known to
them, and will continue to make you known in order that the love you have for me may be in
them and that | myself may be in them."

22. Praying in Gethsemane prior to His death (Mark 14:32-42; Matt. 26:39-46)

32. They went to a place called Gethsemane, and Jesus said to his disciples, "Sit here
while | pray." 33. He took Peter, James and John along with him, and he began to be
deeply distressed and troubled. 34. "My soul is overwhelmed with sorrow to the point of
death," he said to them. "Stay here and keep watch." 35. Going a little farther, he fell to
the ground and prayed that if possible the hour might pass from him. 36. "Abba,
Father," he said, "everything is possible for you. Take this cup from me. Yet not what |
will, but what you will."

23. Praying on the cross (Luke 23:34, 46; Matthew 27:46)
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Luke 23:34. Jesus said, "Father, forgive them, for they do not know what they are
doing." And they divided up his clothes by casting lots.

Luke 23:46. Jesus called out with a loud voice, "Father, into your hands | commit my
spirit." When he had said this, he breathed his last.

Matthew 27:46. About the ninth hour Jesus cried out in a loud voice, "Eloi, Eloi, lama
sabachthani?"--which means, "My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?"

24. Praying at His resurrection (Hebrews 2:12,13; John 20:17)

12. He says, "l will declare your name to my brothers; in the presence of the
congregation | will sing your praises." 13. And again, "l will put my trust in him." And
again he says, "Here am |, and the children God has given me." 14. Since the children
have flesh and blood, he too shared in their humanity so that by his death he might
destroy him who holds the power of death--that is, the devil-- 15. and free those who all
their lives were held in slavery by their fear of death.

25. Praying at Emmaus (Luke 24:13-35)

28. As they approached the village to which they were going, Jesus acted as if he were
going farther. 29. But they urged him strongly, "Stay with us, for it is nearly evening; the
day is almost over." So he went in to stay with them. 30. When he was at the table with
them, he took bread, gave thanks, broke it and began to give it to them. 31. Then their
eyes were opened and they recognized him, and he disappeared from their sight. 32.
They asked each other, "Were not our hearts burning within us while he talked with us
on the road and opened the Scriptures to us?"

26. Praying at the Ascension (Luke 24:50-53)

50. When he had led them out to the vicinity of Bethany, he lifted up his hands and
blessed them. 51. While he was blessing them, he left them and was taken up into
heaven.

27. Praying today for the believer (Romans 8:34; | John 2:1; Hebrews 7:25; 9:24)
Romans 8:4 Who is he that condemns? Christ Jesus, who died--more than that, who
was raised to life--is at the right hand of God and is also interceding for us.

| John 2:1
My dear children, | write this to you so that you will not sin. But if anybody does sin, we
have one who speaks to the Father in our defense--Jesus Christ, the Righteous One.

Hebrews 7:25
Therefore he is able to save completely those who come to God through him, because
he always lives to intercede for them.
